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It is not like I set out to be a pastor when I grew up. In fact, I know few pastors who ever did. Rather, 
It's more that God, through a steady guidance, slowly directs you in the direction of pastoral ministry. 
 
I grew up in the warm city of Santa Clarita and like many Americans I grew up going to church, which 
in this case was Heart of the Canyons. Then at around 12 years old I realized I needed a Savior; that 
Savior is the Lord Jesus.
